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We are nearing our time to move. We 
have targeted the 29th of April, which is 
only a few weeks away! However there 
are two things that have to happen first. 
The first is that we must reach our funding 
goal, and the second is that we need to 
secure short term housing. We are very 
nearly there!  There are three things that 
you can do to help.   
 
First, if you had previously considered 
supporting us financially and you are now 
able, this would be a perfect time to be-
gin! We need help just getting over the 
last few percent of our goal for monthly 
support. Please contact us for more infor-
mation if you’d like to begin.  
 
Second, we need to meet a few more 
people to complete our support team.  
Would you help us meet a few people?  
Introduce us to a friend, have us present 
our ministry to your small group, invite us 
to lunch with a coworker or dinner with 
relatives, or some other way to let others 
know about the work we are doing. 

Finally, we need you to pray. Pray that 
our team would be completed quickly.  
Pray also for our housing situation. We 
have tentative short term housing lined up 
in a missionary house at a church in Or-
lando. However, there is currently a family 
of Katrina evacuees living there who have 
been unable to find employment.  Pray for 
this family, not just for our sakes but theirs.  
If they are unable to leave we will proba-
bly not be able to find other short term 
housing.  The good news is that our new 
place will be ready about six weeks later 
so it will not cause a big delay. As much as 
we want to report now, a six week delay 
is not much in the grand scheme of things! 
 
This is the first and last time that I will write 
about our support needs in a prayer letter!  
I felt it necessary this one time only be-
cause we are so close to the end. Next 
month I will again write about the great 
things you help make possible as people 
around the world hear the gospel and en-
counter JESUS.
